Some project ideas include: instituting a program to compost lunch waste at school, starting an on-campus garden, setting up a recycling or water catchment program, adopting a stream or beach and more.

How to Participate: Start by choosing a Kōkua Earth Action Project and create a plan for how you'll carry it out. You may use the questions in this proposal template to guide these discussions with your students. Your class or school may already be engaged in a Kōkua Earth Action Project on campus or in your community. We invite you to fill out this form and submit it to our office to be considered for a KEAP Award. Any Hawai'i-based school group, grades K-12, may propose a Kōkua Earth Action Project.
