· The deadline for all grant applications for the 2011-2012 school year is MARCH 1, 2012. No applications will be accepted after this date.
· Financial assistance is limited to $200 per classroom teacher and $1,000 per school, per year.

· Preference is given to applications from Hawai'i public schools.

· Grantees will be required to provide documentation of the environmental project, including copies of receipts, at least 3 high resolution digital photos, any curricula/lesson plans developed as part of the funded project, and a short reporting form.

· Awards will be mailed directly to schools with 10% being held until the Kōkua Hawai'i Foundation receives all project documentation.
