As funds are limited, we encourage educators to apply as soon as possible. Details:

· The deadline for all travel scholarship applications is FRIDAY, MAY 27, 2011. 
· Conference travel scholarships are limited to a maximum of $200 per person. Eligible costs include airfare and ground transportation; conference fees are not eligible for this special scholarship. Educators applying to attend the conference as a team of two should use one application. A maximum of 1 team per school will be granted a conference travel scholarship.

· The Kōkua Hawai'i Foundation Mini-grants Program limits funding to $200 per teacher $1,000 per school, per year. Funds awarded as travel scholarships for the Statewide School Garden Conference will be deducted from the $1,000 that each school is eligible to apply for during the 2011-12 School Year. (For example, if your school is awarded $400 in conference travel scholarships, your school will only be eligible for an additional $600 in mini-grants during the 2011-12 school year.)
· Preference is given to applications from Hawai'i public schools.

· Grantees will be required to provide documentation of the conference experience, including copies of receipts, at least 3 high resolution digital photos, any curricula/lesson plans developed as part of the funded project, and a short reporting form.

1. To apply for financial assistance, please submit this completed form by Friday, May 27, 2011. 
2. Teachers applying to attend the conference as a team of two should use one application.

4. Once completed, save the form for your files and print.

5. Gather appropriate signatures. Applications without signatures will not be considered.
